








* Transportation facilities include the metro, bus, three-wheeled auto
rickshaws, and normal as well as radio cabs.

* Metro services are available from 6 am to 11 pm. It gives you a
Tourist Card for unlimited travel over a shortperiod. The value is
Rs. 70/- (US$1.5 / €1) for one day and Rs. 200/- (US$4.5 / €3) for
three days.

» There is a well networked bus service available in the city. Special
attractions are the red and green buses newly launched by the
Delhi Transport Corporation. You may check with your respective
hotel staff regarding the bus nos. you want to take.

» Auto rickshaws are three wheeled scooters. Insist on paying as per
the charges shown on the meter.

* Historical sights

¢ Red Fort - Built by the Mughal Emperor, Shah Jahan in the
17" Century in the walled city of Old Delhi. It served as the capital
of the empire till 1857.

¢ India Gate - A war memorial built in the memory of the 90,000
soldiers of the British Indian Army who had died fighting in the First
World War and the Afghan wars. It was designed by Sir Edward
Lutyens.

¢ Rashtrapati Bhavan - The official residence of the President of
India. It is the largest residence of any Head of the State in the
world.

¢ Qutab Minar - At 72.5 meters, the Qutab Minar is the tallest brick
minaret in the world. Its construction began on the instruction of
India's first Muslim ruler Qutb-ud-din Aibak, and was completed in
1386 by Firuz Shah Tughlug.

e Lotus Temple - This lotus shaped structure is the Baha'i House of
Worship in Delhi and a famous tourist attraction.

* National Museum - The largest museum in India showcasing
articles from the pre-historic era to modern works of art.

¢ National Gallery of Modern Art - Showcases contemporary Indian
art.
